This year we are 
returning to running a 2 Class Championship of Thunderkarts and Prokarts. The weather had been 
summer-like all week but the cold damp conditions set in as our drivers arrived to sign-in. Thermals were 
the order of the night!

We 
hadn’t seen anyone else arrive and then………… Do you recognise this man?? 
 
For the first round of this Championship we all welcomed back Race Director Chris 
Pullman who had picked the short straw after Phil Ling was on his way to a rather 
warmer Australia. 
 

After a full driver briefing with “minimal heckling from the regulars”, 12 Thunderkart Teams and 7 Prokart
