S & M Racing take top spot! 
 

 

Round 8 of the Enduroseries 2009 already!.  24 teams signed in on 
this now damp evening.  It had been drizzling all day but unlike 

last month the rain had stopped making the track conditions just 

“Slippery!”.  

 

Not much very exciting in qualifying a couple of kart changes for 

those who thought they could go faster. The track was beginning to 

dry in places so a few spins for those who didn’t follow the dry line. 

 

Two of the triplets Stuart & Matt Jones (S & M Racing) had another 

great qualifying session this month taking pole position with a time 

of 1.06.291, Steptoe & Son 2nd, Lift Away 3rd, GPL 4th, KP Nuts 5th, 

Dodgy Gits 6th, Nip & Tuck 7th, Team 2009 8th, Daytech 9th (single 

driver) Langbourne Racing 10th, Grand Pre 11th, The Woodys 12th, 
Wheel Insure it 13th, 49ers 14th, Bee Gees 15th, Dumb & Dumber 

16th, McDizzle 17th, The McUshers 18th, Don’t Tempt me 19th (single 

driver), Egg & Padwin Racing 20th, Team Christie 21st, The Stalkers 

22nd, P & P Mots 23rd, Davevolution 24th. 

 

The green lights signalled the start of the race and another stirling 

start from S & M Racing with Lift Away and Nip & Tuck having a 

good start. Dodgy Gits ended up in the tyre wall just before hairpin 

one and GPL also lost out on the first lap. A great start for Bee 

Gees gaining 7 places and Langbourne Racing gaining 4 places by the end of lap one.  

 

As they came round for the first lap, Steptoe & Son (Norman) had a little chat with the pit lane wall but 

bounced back onto the track to hold 3rd just behind S & M Racing 1st and a close 2nd were Nip & Tuck who 

were on a mission tonight. 

 

The main battle early in the race was between Nip & Tuck and GPL.  Both these teams were looking for 

points as the Championship is drawning to a close.  In the mix and looking for a good nights race with 

maximum points are KP Nuts and Lift Away.

GPL with him very close the tyres, the experience of these drivers keeps them on track and they continue 

battling down the hill although losing some time and KP Nuts moving up into 4th sitting neatly behind Lift 

Away in 3rd. 

 

A good move by Grand Pre moved them up a position on the McUshers and McDizzle took a place from 

Don’t Tempt me.

1.03 seconds ahead of Steptoe & Son who took 2nd on the last 

lap. KP Nuts a great drive 3rd, Lift Away 4th, Team 2009 5th, 

Dodgy Gits 6th, GPL 7th Langbourne Racing 8th, Nip & Tuck would 

fought so hard tonight settled for 9th, Datech 10th, Grand Pre 11th, 

The McUshers 12th, Wheel Insure it 13th, Dumb & Dumber 14th, 

Bee Gees 15th, Egg & Padwin Racing 16th, Team Christie 17th, 

49ers 18th, The Stalkers 19th, McDizzle 20th, The Woodys 21st, 
Don’t Tempt Me 22nd, Davevolution 23rd and P & P Mots 24th.
